time schedule for the medical/dental admission for the academic
year 2015-16. It reads as follows

This chart is accepted by all. In view of the aforesaid, it
is directed that it shall be treated as order of this Court fixing
the time schedule and all the States shall obey it in letter and

spirit. Learned counsel who are appearing for the States are
requested to send a copy of the same to the concerned authorities
of the State. Mr. Gaurav Sharma, learned counsel appearing for

the Medical Council of India shall also send a copy of the order
passed today by appropriate process to the concerned authorities
of the States by a forwarding letter so that there should be no
deviation by any authority.

Though we have fixed the time schedule for 2015-16 after quite
a long deliberation with the counsel for the petitioners, the
States and the Medical Council of India, we think a time has come
where the Medical Council of India and the Director General Health
Services for Union of India should frame a time schedule for the
next academic session 2016-17 and thereafter so that a specific
time schedule is followed in letter and spirit and controversies

of this nature do not travel to the Court every year. All the
States are bound to co-operate with the aforesaid authorities
failing which serious view shall be taken. We are compelled to

say so, as Mr. Gaurav Sharma, learned counsel for the Medical
Council of India, submitted that there is non-cooperation by the
States in this regard.

Let the matter be listed on 05-05-2015.
