It 1s pertinent to mention that the filtering out of joined candidates before
stray vacancy round is mandatory as per directions of Hon’ble Supreme Court of
India in Contempt Petition© No. 289 of 2022 in W.P No. 223 of 2022 Shubhankar
Patnaik Vs. K. Ramesh Reddy & Ors, failing which the matter can lead to

litigations.
